Drugs and Alcohol Policy
The Planetary Healing Centre is committed to maintaining healthy, safe and productive working conditions for it's employees, volunteers, users, teachers and partner organisations. The Planetary Healing Centre does not condone or tolerate anyone being under the influence of drugs or alcohol whilst representing our Charity or when participating in our activities.

The Drugs Policy prohibits the following: 

· dispensing, distributing, possessing, using, buying, selling or offering to buy or sell drugs or alcohol whilst participating in our activities.

· arriving, participating or attempting to participate in activities whilst under the influence of drugs or alcohol, including prescription drugs, except when under and in accordance with a Doctor's direction, and when such use will not affect the person's ability to participate safely.

If there is reasonable suspicion that anyone involved in one of the Planetary Healing Centre’s session is under the influence of drugs or alcohol, and/or their work performance is impaired as a result of drugs or alcohol, we reserve the right to request that the individual leaves the activity or session.

Smoking is discouraged and anyone wishing to smoke should identify themselves to one of the trustees and a safe and appropriate place will be identified.
